What was the cost of construction of the NOMA (North Main) Nature Trail?
Funding sources for the natural trail include a $100,000 grant from the South Carolina Parks Recreation and Tourism plus in-kind labor and equipment provided by City of Columbia Parks and Recreation totaling more than $30,000. 
Who was involved in the design and construction of the NOMA Nature Trail? Earlewood Community Citizens Organization, neighbors, City Council, and City Staff provided input on the design of the NOMA Nature Trail. 
Are there any new technologies and special features incorporated into the design of the NOMA Nature Trail? New additions to Earlewood Park have been designed to promote best management practices used to control urban storm water runoff and improve water quality. Erosion and sediment control measures implemented include sod for soil stabilization, water diversions and terra-tube.  
How did the park come to be named Earlewood Park? 

Located between River Drive and North Main Street, Earlewood Park is one of the city of Columbia’s oldest and largest parks – the centerpiece of the Earlewood Neighborhood.  Earlewood Park was named for John Earle, a lawyer who was instrumental in the land being deeded to the City of Columbia by the Geiger family.

What staff is located at the park? 
No permanent staff will be assigned to the park. Parks Division maintenance staff patrols the site daily, which soon will become the new home for Parks and Recreation Administration Offices and a new community center.  Construction of the new facility will begin in the summer 2010. The new nature trail and upgrades are expected to increase use at the park.   
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Park Amenities
What is the acreage of the park? 

Earlewood Park is described as an urban forest - 66 acres of rolling hills and valleys and mature groves of trees. 
The park includes an amphitheatre, ball fields, tennis courts, and one of the best disc golf courses in the Southeast. Earlewood Park also is home to kickball, a new emerging young adult sport coordinated by the City of Columbia Department of Parks and Recreation. 
The NOMA (North Main) Nature Trail, eight-tenths of a mile with four color-coded starting points and coordinating markers, winds through the woods for a picturesque view of Smith Branch Creek. The eight-foot wide crushed granite fines trail is a comfortable safe surface for users that will stand up to compaction, sideway displacement, and erosion. 

What are the park amenities?

The amphitheater and ball fields are available for rental. The picnic shelters are available on a first come first served bases. No charcoal grills allowed; however, gas grills are allowed with permission. 

The new community center will be available for rental when construction is completed
What is the procedure for renting the facilities? 

In order to rent a facility, interested persons must come to the Parks and Recreation Administration Office, 1932 Calhoun Street during office hours to sign a rental agreement and pay a deposit. Persons must be 21 years of age or older to rent a facility; all reservations require adult (21 or older) supervision.
