• Establishing 2008 as the baseline year, Sonoco has committed to reducing normalized GHG 
emissions by 15% from our global manufacturing facilities by 2014. 
 

• Through its S3 program, Sonoco helps other companies identify opportunities to reduce waste 
and divert materials from landfills; find alternative uses for the materials that could result in new 
revenue streams; and generate reports outlining productivity improvements and sustainability 
statistics.  

 
Sonoco announced in April that it is partnering on Boeing’s Zero Waste to Landfill achievement at its 
South Carolina final assembly and delivery facility. Following Deloach’s keynote address, Boeing South 
Carolina Environment, Health and Safety director Tom Deem will discuss this green connection and how 
it will impact operations, the community and the environment.
