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Parks and Recreation to Offer Affordable Swimming Lessons
The Department of Parks and Recreation is pleased to offer, Learn to Swim, affordable swimming lessons that target the health and safety needs of youth. 

Swimming lessons are geared specifically for youth ages 5 and up who do not know how to swim.  This program follows the American Red Cross Learn to Swim education courses from Levels 1-6. Instructors will teach youth the basics of water safety. Classes are also offered for youth swimmers who have exceptional swimming skills and adults who have little or no swimming experience.  

Classes will be held Monday thorough Friday for two weeks. The cost is $30 per session that includes eight 45-minute group instructional lessons.    

Learn to swim classes will be offered at Maxcy Gregg Park (1650 Park Circle):  June 7 - 17; June 21 - July 1; July 12 - 22; and July 26 - August 5. 

Classes also will be offered at Greenview Park (6700 David Street): June 8 - 18; June 22 - July 2; July 13 - 23, and July 27 - August 6.

Want to join a competitive swim program?  Each summer Columbia Parks and Recreation offers a program at Maxcy Gregg and Greenview pools for youth ages 6 to 18. There is a one time registration fee $20. All home meets are scheduled at Greenview pool. Registration deadline is May 14.
