Cost

The cost is $45 per week. Total amount needed at
time of registration $45, for first week of camp.

Camp Rules

In order to ensure a safe and enjoK_abIe time during the
Summer Camp Program for all children, the following
rules have been established:

Parent/guardian must sign child in and out daily.

Children may not leave park site without permis-
sion of park [eader.
