TIPS FOR FINDING LOST PETS

Make sure your pet is always wearing current identification.  This should include a collar with tags and a microchip.  Many pets loose their collars or tags and the microchip offers a permanent form of identification.  Make sure the microchip is registered with a national database to better ensure you can be found should your pet become lost.
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Post lost signs around the area your pet became lost.  Ask the postal carrier and residents if they have seen your pet.  Ask local children also.  They are great at picking up details and often notice animals while out playing with friends.

Always check your local animal shelter and neighboring shelters.  Animals can easily cross over into the neighboring county or community and be taken to that shelter instead.  Most shelters only have a five day hold for strays, so check every 2-3 days at least while your pet is missing.  Don't just call shelters; make sure to physically visit them.  People often interpret pet descriptions differently, so just calling is not a sure bet to finding your pet.
