	On 11/5/2008.  The Gang Task Force was informed of a community complaint, involving the residence 4402 Eunice Avenue.  After receiving the complaint, I contacted the complainant by phone to discuss the complaints.  The complainant advised a shooting incident occurred from the aforementioned residence on November 2, 2008 and discussed individuals visiting the residence during the day and evening hours that appears to be gang related, but was unable to specify why.  The complainant, and his wife were upset after calling 911 for assistance and informed the dispatcher to send an officer to the location, not to their house and they wanted to remain anonymous.  After several minuets, a police officer (name unknown) arrived at the complainant’s residence inquiring about the call.
	Dispatch was contacted about the shooting incident involving the aforementioned residence.  The 911 center received the first call at 2348 hours, indicating 4 to 5 shots were heard and fired from a white vehicle, traveling towards Ridgewood Avenue.  The second call was received at 2349 hours, indicating 6 shots were heard and believe the shots came from a blue Trail Blazer.
The Gang Task Force and Organized Crime Narcotics units responded to 4402 Eunice Avenue, after learning the identity of the residents and visitors of that location during pre-investigation.  After arriving,   the units met with the owner of the residence, and two other males.  Officers informed the individuals, they were following up on community complaints of alleged offenses and asked the home owner if she was aware of the allegations.  The owner advised that her son is not working, stays home all day until he goes to adult education in the evening and will not listen when she tells him not to let his friends visit the residence and stay all day. She was aware of the shooting that occurred and she believes a vehicle drove past her house, shooting at her house.
The owner of the residence gave officers permission to search the inside and outside of her home and her son granted the officers permission to search his bedroom, located within his mother's residence.  Officers informed both parties, gang pictures and weight scale (for possible weighing of drugs) were located in the son’s room with two credit cards not belonging to him or others within the residence, a plastic bag located on the outside of the residence on the property with marijuana residue and three shell casings located on the outside of residence on the property.  The son advised, the credit cards were in the possession of his girl friend, who was not on scene and the name of the girl friend does not correspond with the names on the credit cards.  The credit cards were confiscated for further investigation.  Photographs were taken of gang photos, weight scale, credit cards and of two subjects.

Investigation continues, an incident report will be done, Gang Task Force and Narcotics will continue to monitor the complaint.  North Region CRT units are aware of the complaint and will assist with the investigation and monitoring the aforementioned residence.

6. Bite case: District 1. Dog bit a boy who entered the fenced/gated yard without permission. Aggressive citation not issued due to nature of bite, situation and observed behavior or dog by ACO.  Dog has completed home quarantine and will be properly licensed.
